Greetings All,

| am a month into my 4th year as your
Pastor and | thought it would be a good
idea to reflect on what it is that you called
me to be and if | am fulfilling that call. For
many the title of Pastor means that you
preside at worship, teach confirmation and
Sunday school, and visit the sick and
homebound. While these things are cer-
tainly a vital part of the ministry they are
not an exhaustive list of duties or respon-
sibilities. The following is the Letter of Call
that | signed as well as the president and
secretary of Trinity’s Church Council.

We call you to exercise among us the
ministry of Word and Sacrament, which
God has established and which the Holy
Spirit empowers; To preach and teach the
Word of God in accordance with the Holy
Scriptures and the Lutheran Confessions;
to administer Holy Baptism and Holy
Communion; to lead us in worship; to pro-
claim the forgiveness of sins; to provide
pastoral care; to speak for justice in behalf
of the poor and oppressed; to encourage
persons to prepare for the ministry of the
Gospel; to impart knowledge of the Evan-
gelical Lutheran Church in America and its
wider ministry; to endeavor to increase
support given by our congregation to the
work of our whole church; to equip us for
witness and service; and guide us in pro-
claiming God’s love through word and
deed.

In response to this Letter of Call | feel
that | need to be a liaison between all of
you and the community in which we live.
Therefore, | have dedicated myself to the
following agencies:

Thrivent for Lutherans , to equip us
for witness and service. Indianapolis
Confer ence, to impart knowledge of the
ELCA and its wider ministry. Habitat for
Humanity , guide us in proclaiming God’s
love through word and deed. Boone
County Neighborhood Housing , guide us
in proclaiming God’s love through word
and deed. Shalom House , guide us in
proclaiming God’s love through word and
deed. Witham Hospital Chaplin , to pro-
vide pastoral care. Boone County Minis -
ters Association , to speak for justice in
behalf of the poor and oppressed.

Bridges to Success at Lebanon Schools,
guide us in proclaiming God’s love through
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word and deed. Boone County Jail , to
speak for justice in behalf of the poor and
oppressed.

The rest we do on Sunday as a church
worshiping God through our Lutheran tra-
dition.

As you can see the role of Pastor is far
broader than what Tradition has dictated,
and like all pastors | am limited by my per-
sonal abilities. Therefore, | am appealing
to all of you for two things. First, that you
forgive me for my shortcomings. For in-
stance, although | have a good memory for
names | often forget details and an-
nouncements, especially if they are given
to me right before or after worship. | am
extremely nervous right before worship
and telling me things sometimes does not
register. Handing me a note would be bet-
ter for me as it gives me something to trig-
ger my memory. After worship many peo-
ple tell me many things, which | absolutely
love to hear, and please continue to share
these things with me, but remember that |
cannot process everything immediately.

Secondly, if | did not do something
you asked for do not hesitate to call me
and remind me. | do not get offended and
| welcome the communication. The better
we communicate with each other the more
things we get accomplished together. We
have many modes of communication at the
church, e-mail, phone, answering machine,
my home phone, and if you have a grave
emergency, my cell phone. Please do not
be afraid that you are intruding or worry
that | am to busy. | am never too busy to
talk to anyone. All of you come before any
project or appointment in the community.

As a church | feel that we are becom-
ing a place that people can ask for help.
Even though we cannot help everyone
(Yet!) we do help many. Finally, as | sit and
reflect on the Holy Spirit’s call to this con-
gregation, and if | am responding ade-
quately to the duties that you called me to
do the answer is...

| guess you will just have to ask me
about that one.

IK Synod Assembly Report

The annual Indiana Kentucky Synod
Assembly met June 8th through 10th in
Fort Wayne. There were 650 rostered
clergy, voting lay delegates, registered
visitors, and volunteers in attendance. My
mother, Sandy Voyak and | were voting lay
delegates for Trinity. Unfortunately, Pastor
Scott was unable to attend as he accom-
panied the youth on the mission trip to
Tennessee.

We celebrated the 20th anniversary of
the ELCA, the 100th year anniversary of
campus ministry, and the ordination of
Joseph Faust from the Alaskan Synod. He
will be serving Trinity in Linton, Indiana.
We approved the budget as proposed after
much discussion. Benevolence to the
ELCA churchwide was increased from 50
percent to 51 percent. The ELCA uses
more than 80 percent of these funds in
ministry including mission support, disas-
ter relief, and worldwide peacemaking ac-
tivities.

There was one resolution in response
to the New England Synod “Guidelines for
Blessing of Same-Sex Unions”. The reso-
lution was to reaffirm the 1993 Bishops’
statement that the ELCA does not approve
the “official” blessing of homosexual rela-
tionships. The resolution was defeated.
Another resolution on “best practices” for
“at risk” congregations was tabled.

Mark Grorud, Director for Relation-
ships with Large Membership Congrega-
tions in the ELCA gave the official greeting
as the churchwide representative from the
ELCA. He said that even though Indiana-
Kentucky is not one of the largest synods
in America it is doing great things. The
first “great thing” he mentioned was Trinity
of Lebanon working to help those with
inadequate housing. .

The keynote speaker addressed the
assembly each day. Rev. Ruben Duran,
Director of Development of New Congre-
gations in the ELCA spoke to us of his

parents meeting at a Lutheran mission and
his journey to America. He is originally
from South America and is of Inca and
Spanish decent. He said that in America,
the Lutheran Church has always been a
church of immigrants but the immigrants
are no longer Swedish, German, or Norwe-
gian. 53% of new starts congregations are
non-white and we need to be welcoming
to people that are different from us, people
that might look like him.

Rev. Duran reminded us that we are
“marked with cross forever” and “gath-
ered, called, claimed and sent, for the
good of the world”. Our capacity to be
sent into the world is determined by a will-
ingness to be open to the Holy Spirit guid-
ance and our ability to change as God’s
purpose and plan is revealed to us. Clergy
and lay leaders need to work together to
develop a clear sense of what God is call-
ing the congregation to do. The congrega-
tion needs to focus on discipleship and
mission, not on the growing of numbers of
members. God builds and grows the
church through his son, Jesus Christ. Rev.
Duran told us to trust what Jesus told us in
Matthew 16:18, “I will build my church”
and in Matthew 28:20b, “and remember |
am with you always to the end of the age”.

We had worship each day of the as-
sembly. Friday evening was the ordination,
Saturday was a Taize service of quiet
prayer and candle lighting, and Sunday
worship was a sending service. Each serv-
ice was unique yet brought into focus that
Lutherans across America and the world
along with other Christians are praying,
working, and trusting in God to help us to
be of service for others, for the good of the
world.
